H.R. 2471 would direct the Department of State and the U.S. Agency for International
Development (USAID) to prioritize support for human rights, anti-corruption, free
press, civil liberties, reconstruction, and development in their engagement with Haiti. It
also would require the agencies to develop a strategy to support those efforts and report
to the Congress on their progress. Finally, the bill would require the department to brief
the Congress on a mass killing in Haiti in 2018.

The department and USAID indicated that they are meeting the bill’s priorities through
their current programs and would not increase assistance to Haiti when implementing
H.R. 2471. On the basis of information about similar requirements, CBO estimates that
providing the required reports and strategy would cost less than $500,000 over the
2021-2026 period. Such spending would be subject to the availability of appropriated
funds.
